Motor VeEHIcLE AcT, 1988.

No.MVR-0625/C.R.299/TRA- 2.— The following rules, further to amend the Maharashtra Motor
Vehicles (Regulations for School Buses) Rules, 2011, which the Government of Maharashtra proposes
to make in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 96, 110, 111, 117, read with Section 67 of
the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), (hereinafter referred to as the “Said Act”) and of all other
powers enabling it in this behalf, is hereby published as required by sub-section (1) of Section 212
of the said Act.

RULES

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles (Regulations for School Buses) (First
Amendment) Rules, 2025.

2. In rule 2 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles (Regulations for School Buses) Rules, 2011 for Clause
(e), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely :(—

“(e) - ‘School Bus’ means a vehicle with a seating capacity of thirteen passengers and above
excluding driver designed and constructed specially for school going children having seating
arrangement and safety features as may be approved by the Transport Commissioner from time to
time ;
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(ea) - “School Van” means a vehicle with seating capacity upto twelve passengers which is
designed and constructed specially for carrying school going children and which have type approval
certificate issued by testing agency prescribed under Rule 126 of the Central Motor Vehicle Rules,
1989 and having seating arrangement and safety features as may be approved by the Transport
Commissioner from time to time”.
